On a sunny afternoon, Cherryl Meggs and I drove up to the Hill i
Country for a visit with Hilda Palmer. She greeted us with a i

twinkle in her eyes as bright as the sun. After a little chit chat,
we got right to the purpose of our visit. "How long have you taught
china painting? when did you start china painting? What is your
art background?" All those questions one china painter ask of
another china painter.

Hilda attended Texas Women's University and SMU majoring in
advertising art. In the mid 1940's she became interested in
porcelain art, learning to paint on white china she found in
antigque shops. (Because at that time, white china was in short
supply). Also no kilns. Mostly kerosene fueled kilns were used
then.

A teacher friend, Mrs. Richards husband made her an electric kiln.
Soon so many china painters were asking Mr. Richards to make them
a kiln, he opened up a shop and we now have Paragon Kilns.

In 1949 Hilda began teaching porcelain art in Dallas. Two of
the students in that first class were Margaret Winborn and
Katie Schmucker.

In 1956 Hilda Palmer and six other ladies in the Dallas area formed
the China Painting Teachers of Texas.
